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Measurements of the Western Wall

The Western Wall, in the prayer section, is 19 meters high. The length of the Wall, in the prayer section is 60 meters.

There are three noticeable construction periods: The Herodian period, The Early  and Late Islamic Periods.

· 7 rows of stones

· Total of 279 stones

· Total area of 422 square meters
·  Early Islamic Period: (Ummaya Dynasty) 

· 4 rows of stones

· Total of 208 stones

· Total area of 230 square meters

· Late Islamic Period:

· 21 rows of stones

· Total area of 314 square meters

Below the surface of the Western Wall Plaza, are another 17 rows of stones, dating to the Herodian Period.
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
